Michelle:

I am going to respond to your questions about parade permits. However, I am a little
concerned that your External Affairs people may be asking these questions in response to
an iriquiry from persons affiliated with the Critical Mass Bicycle ride.

They are making an attempt, in my opinion, to distort the meaning of the new regulations.
I ask that you keep these answers confidential and within your agency. If someone from
Critical Mass has any questions, you can give them my number.

1. How exactly do they define a group (other than numerically) needing a permit? A
numerical basis is the simple answer (i.e., 50 or more). Groups that are smaller and who
block or otherwise interfere with vehicular or pedestrian traffic would be subject to
enforcement action by the police under a disorderly conduct theory.

2. Do the rules apply to Parks (esp. Central Park drives) as well as streets? We have not
contemplated this issue. I believe we would take the position that if the event was
wholly contained within a park boundary, that Parks would be the proper agency to permit
or deny the event.

3. If the DOT is the sponsor of the event do we still need to get a permit? If the event
fits within the new definition, it would need a parade permit even if it was sponsored by
DOT .

4. If so, could NYPD give us some type of waiver for bike month? Neither the Code or the
Rules raise the issue of waivers. This issue is really above my pay grade. However, I
would advise against it.

5. If not, could we submit one permit request for bike month in general or would we need
to submit separate permit requests for each event? I don't think so. The current statute
does not envision a permit that covers a number of different events over the course of a
long time period.

Our concern with the issue of waivers or permits that cover a number of events is that we
can't judge the effect on traffic and other simultaneous events in the City. We like to

know the start and end times, the route, the number of expected participants, etc.
Anything short of that creates problems. '

I ask that you think of these issues and not list Critical Mass in Manhattan as one of the
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suggested rides during bike month. We continue to experience illegal behavior on a large
scale at these events and a total lack of cooperation by the participants. However, if
they would meet with us, even at this late date, we would consider granting them a permit.
We grant permits for bicycle events routinely. I can't think of any that we have denied.
We may ask for a different route or start time, but that is about our only objection to
these events.
